did it all by himself.  Veteran hunter Luke Dunlap has 
donated all of his deer to FHFH because he says, ñThe 
hungry need it more than we do dad.ò  The one in the 
photo is Lukeôs 9th deer that he has donated now at age 
11, which according to the records he keeps makes a 
total of 1800 meals.  So it appears that dad will have 
to get his own deer if the Dunlaps are going to enjoy 
venison this winter.  I wonder if the names of these 
two young FHFH hunters, Noah and Luke, had any-
thing to do with their success.

On Tuesday, September 15, 2009 I experienced the 
most exciting opening day hunt of the 51 years  Iôve 
observed that the near sacred day of the Maryland 
Archery Season.  My younger son Matt asked if Iôd 
like to join him and my 4 year old twin grandsons, Eli 
and Judah, on their first hunt. Little brother Micah 
dressed for the ballgame in blue and orange would have

to wait a few more seasons to join the hunting party; 
however, I was mistaken to think that age 4 was too 
young to begin. We traveled a couple hundred yards out 
back to sit in our two pop-up ground blinds. Within 15 
minutes a raccoon visited Eli and me at our Puddle Pond 
blind.  Eli whispered, ñShoot him Pap, we can feed rac-
coon burgers to the hungry!ò  I said letôs wait a little 
while longer, but he continued to plead.  Then several does 
stepped out of the woods across from the Puddle Pond; 
and Eli said, ñShoot óem Pap.ò  I said we should wait for a 
better quartering away shot; and Eli whispered louder, 
ñSHOOT NOW PAP!!ò  Eli is the determined looking 
hunter in the middle of the photo to the lower left; and 
Iôm the one who forgot his hat.  I knew he would soon 
throw his blue flashlight at the big doe or let one of 
those rubber suction cup arrows fly.  So I slowly drew 
back - aiming with my right master eye and keeping my 
left eye on Eliôs growing impatience.  The arrow flew 
true; and Eli yelped out to his brother Judah on my hand 
held radio still partially in my pocket, ñWe saw a rac-
coon, but Pap wouldnôt shoot him.ò Judahôs reply nearly 
cut off Eliôs last syllable, ñI want to see a raccoon, but I 
gotta go potty.ò  To which Eli responded, ñRemember 
we talked about finding a big tree to do that.ò  While 
Matt and I in the photo below talked about how many 
meals that nice doe would provide for the hungry, the 

boys reluctantly crawled off to bed recounting the sight-
ing of that raccoon. 
 

ñHere I am Lordò (1 Samuel 3:1-10) are the words spoken 
by the prophet Samuel as a very young boy after hearing 
the voice for the forth time calling to him in the night.  
Like young Samuel many of us do not recognize the 
calling of the Lord or even think it possible for the Crea-
tor of the Universe to speak directly to us.  Equally im-
portant, Eli, the man of God, instructed young Samuel to 
lie down and listen for the voice of the Lord.  As parents 
and other grownups whom God has placed His little 
ones in our care we are instructed to encourage them by 
word and by example to listen for the voice of the Lord 
and then to answer with a joyful heart, ñHere I am Lordò.

Since the late 1990's I have felt that 

as a hunter, as a Christian and as a 

deer biologist, donating deer meat 

to feed hungry people was the perfect 

combination of all of these passions 

in my life.  I began in 2000 to pray 

and pull together other believers in 

New Brunswick that had an interest 

in seeing a program like FHFH happen 

in our province.  I contacted a Chris-

tian lawyer whom I pray with 

weekly and he donated a lot of his 

time to help research the legality of 

this in our province.  I then con-

tacted Rick Wilson in Maryland 

when I read about FHFH USA and 

how it began, and what steps he felt 

we had to take to see this become a 

reality in Canada.  I could see from 

his website that we not only shared 

passion for hunting, but also for Jesus 

and serving him in this capacity. 
 

Over the years it has been two steps 

forward and one step back trying to 

see FHFH become a reality in Can-

ada, but I've come to know that all 

things are possible through Christ, 

and in His perfect timing.  In 2008 

as we kept praying for the "right 

person" to come along and spear-

head the effort (after I was told run-

ning with it would be a "conflict of 

interest"), God brought our answer 

to prayer - in Caroline Trueman.  She 

was a totally energetic and passion-

ate person with as strong a desire as I 

had to see this through to fruition.  I 

gladly "passed the torch" to Caroline, 

and gave her the contacts that we 

had made over the past 7 years and 

she was the catalyst to get things 

done. Thankfully, FHFH Canada  

became a reality under her guid-

ance and direction in 2009.  

 
God continued to "pull things to-

gether" between FHFH and myself. 

Every fall northeast deer biologists 

gather in one state or province to 

host the Northeast Deer Technical 

Committee meetings.  In 2009, the 
host was Maryland - and I was ap-

proved to attend on behalf of NB.  I 

made a few arrangements and real-

ized that I would be meeting a short 

distance from Rick Wilson's house - 

and this presented an expense-paid 

opportunity to meet with Rick.  It 
exceeded my wildest dreams when 

I was able to pack my bow and ac-

tually hunt with Rick at his place in 
Maryland.  What a blessing to meet 

and talk to Rick and his wife.  We 

prayed before we headed to our 

stands, and his wife said as we left 

the house...."Remember the hungry 

people."  As I sat in the ground 

bl ind i t  was l ike I was in a 
dream......but I was startled from it 

as two does came in for a drink at the 

pond Rick had sat me beside.  True 

to his humbleness, he had given me 

what he thought would be the "hot 

spot" for an evening hunt....and God 

had obliged. They drank, then 

browsed close to the water. I was 

reminded of King David's words he 

penned "As the deer panteth for the 

water, so my soul longeth after thee,"

and what a faith-strengthening jour-

ney the past 8 years had been with 

FHFH and New Brunswick.  After 

these deer had left, two more does 

came in, and on their heels was a 

spike buck, still in velvet.  I drew 

my Reflex and aimed for a broad-

side shot - and the arrow flew 

true.  Rick came to pick me up at 

dusk, and we found the buck about 

50 yards in the woods.  The arrow 

pierced straight through the 

heart.  What an answered prayer to be 

able to make a donation of this deer 

to the FHFH program right at the lo-

cation this ministry was founded! 

  

However, I had no idea God had 

more than just this blessing in store 

for 2009.  I came back home to NB 

and began to hunt here.  I shot just 

under a nice 8 point buck the last 

week of the bow season, and with 

our low deer densities, figured that 

this would be my only chance at a 

buck here.  We took our annual 

hunting trip with our kids to Maine 

the first of November, and then on 

return I was quite busy at work  and 

didn't have much chance to hunt 

until the last week of the season.  I 

still hunted with my old 30-30 sev-

eral days, and bumped around a 

number of deer - but nothing mate-

rialized.  Then the last Thursday of 

the season I went out to my stand 

behind my place and I took my bow 

- as most shots from this stand are 

40 yards or less.  There were several 

yearling bucks on the trail camera I 

had there, so I thought with a bit  of 

time I might be able to connect 

with a spike buck and get venison 

to donate.  But...as always, you can-

not out give God.  At 5:05 p.m. in 

trotted 165 pounds of deer meat 

sporting a nice 8 point rack - and he  

  



Chris arrived with his two young 

sons.

He 

opened the box and in amazement 

looked up at me with great emotion 

and said, ñYou are not going to be-

lieve this!  This is the exact gun I

I would like to add that without my 

son Daniel Martin I could not do 

what we do to feed the hungry.

came straight to the stand I was 

in.  It only took a five-yard shot and 

30 yards for it all to be over.  I went 

back to the house and called my 4 

kids to come with me.  We took our 

old Yamaha Moto 4 wheeler and 

trailer and gathered up dinner for 

many hungry souls in NB.  As we 

cleaned out the deer, I was so 

thrilled with another perfect heart 

shot - all had gone well.   At the 

office the next day I searched the 

Canadian FHFH website and found 

the closest butcher shop to me - al-

most an hour from home.  However, 

I knew what this would mean to 

Caroline, Rick and especially the 

people looking for a good meal of 

venison at the Fredericton Commu-

nity Kitchen.  So on our "date 

night", my wife and I drove to 

Blackie's Meat Shop and made 

what would be my first donation of  

a deer to the FHFH Canada. 

 

It's quite ironic actually.  I was so 

excited about formalizing FHFH 

Canada - primarily for the benefit 

and "blessing" it would be to the 

hungry.  I had no idea that the real 

b less ing  wou ld  occu r  to 

me ....actually to any and all of us 

that are fortunate to be able to do-

nate to FHFH.  The feeling of being  
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Stories From the Field 

part of God's plan, to be blessed by 

God with the opportunity to harvest 

deer (a real passion of mine) - and 

as well, the blessing of being able 

to give.
