Every Person Can Help! 
After an article about FHFH appeared in the Bradenton 
Herald, the community stepped up to the plate and we 
had 7 deer and 1 steer (from the fair) donated, totaling 
1,034 pounds of meat.  That is approximately 4,100  
servings!  All of that meat went to the Food Bank of 
Manatee County.  Last Sunday there was an excellent 
guest editorial by Ellen Campbell of Meals on Wheels 
Plus, who runs the Food Bank, again making known 
the need in our community.  They do so much with so  
few employees and numerous volunteers.

From Arthur Dunlap, Co-coordinator for Northwest Ohio FHFH: 
Arthur reports that a number of our Coordinators manned a FHFH booth at the recent Deer and 

Turkey Expo in Columbus, Ohio.  The expo consisted of tech information centers, basic hunting 
skills seminars, contests, events & demonstrations, activities, and displays.  The coordinators 

had a great weekend  getting the word out and raising financial support for FHFH in Ohio. There 

is the potential for several new people to apply to coordinate FHFH in their areas.   

From Patty Strickland, Coordinator for Pike County FHFH, Ohio: 
I work at the Pike County food pantry every Wednesday from 12 to 3.  I worked there 

yesterday and had 19 families in when I worked my shift and there were 16 families 

in that morning before I got there. Our food pantry provides three days of food and it 

is a choice for them. Because of the unemployment crisis they can come in every 

week, while several months ago they could only come in every three weeks. Pike 

County is very fortunate because the churches, organizations and Boy Scouts, etc. are 

always bringing in food and, believe me the food pantry needs it. A couple weeks 

ago, a friend of mine in Lucasville, which is 20 miles south of Waverly where I live, 
called me and wanted me to meet him at our food pantry. Because Lucasville does 

not have a food pantry, his turkey organization donated 40 turkeys to our Pike County food pantry.   

 

From Henry Morris, Coordinator for Davidson County FHFH, North Carolina: 
A Big "Thank You!"  God works things out when we can see past our own 

thoughts. By December of '09 our DCFHFH account was down to $3.53 and 
we still had another month of deer hunting in the NC gun season. I told Mike 

Saunders, owner of Saunders Meat Processing, that I couldn't afford any more 

deer processing for DCFHFH this year without more funds. As to my surprise 

Saunders began to tell me what he and his wife, Carolyn, had been doing to 

help cover some of the processing cost this year with our DCFHFH program. 

Carolyn Saunders had won a rifle (Remmington 870 Express 30-06 Super 
Mag) early in Oct. '09 at a fundraiser through their local church, First UMC in 

Troy, NC. This was an annual event at their church. Carolyn said God moved her heart to not only donate the gun 
but, with Mike's help, to sell tickets in order to raffle off the gun themselves. They had decided that all proceeds 

would go to DCFHFH for any remaining processing bills. Carolyn's actions raised $1,250.00 and paid for 25 deer 

processing fees. Mike Saunders also donated another 10 deer processing fees to our program for free. This paid all 
our processing fees for the 2009-2010 deer season. As I have told many, our program operates on little funding, but 

100% faith in our Lord! We want to say a BIG "THANK YOU"  to Carolyn and Mike Saunders at Saunders Meat 

Processing for being the true Christians they are and I hope we can all learn from their willingness to help. God 

bless them both and their business (as I know he already has and will continue.)
